When will fuel be delivered to Cocos Islands?

On December 16 the Cocos (Keeling) Islands community,in the Indian Ocean,was notified the islands had run

out of unleaded petrol. The islands are 2,750km north of Perth. The popular tourist destination is expected to

receive a fuel delivery on January 29.

 

How do the Cocos (Keeling) Islands communicate?

The Cocos (Keeling) Islands have access to a range of modern communication services. Digital television

stations are broadcast from Western Australia via satellite. A local radio station, 6CKI - Voice of the Cocos

(Keeling) Islands, is staffed by community volunteers and provides some local content.
