How do I install solar panels?

Do solar panels need a roof edge?

Even when manufacturer guidelines don't require it,installers still need to leave enough space at the bottom

edge of a roof so water flowing down solar panels doesn't overshoot the gutter. It is also good practice to leave

at least 20cm between panels and roof edges.

 

What angle should solar panels be placed on a roof?

The angle of your roof plays a role in solar energy collection. Solar panels are easiest to put on roofs with a

pitch angle of 15 to 40 degrees. If your roof is flat,mounting systems are available that allow you to modify

the angle of your rooftop solar panels.
