Why did Tokelau switch to solar?

Yet despite the chalenges involved in instaling comprehensive solar systems in such a remote
location,switching to solar was absolutely crucial for the tiny collection of islands. & quot; Tokelau's atolls are
low-lying and especially susceptible to the adverse effects of climate change,& quot; Mayhew stressed.

The South Pacific nation of Tokelau became the first country in the world to have all of its electricity needs
met by solar power. Designed by Powersmart Solar in partnership with ITP Renewables, construction of the
combined 1 MW of stand-alone PV spread across the three atolls was completed in October 2012.

Work started in mid-June 2012 on the one megawaitt Tokelau Renewable Energy Project, which is comprised
of three individual solar power systems with battery storage.

Tokelau"s new solar-powered grid was built up over three months and consists of "4,032 photovoltaic panels
and 1,344 batteries with generators running on biofuel derived from coconuts,” says ...

The solar power systemsinclude atotal of 4,032 PV panels, 392 inverters and 1,344 batteries. A variant on the
above generic block diagram, as found in Tokelau, is that some PV arrays are not connected to the battery

bank via a solar charge controller.
